WHAT YOU REQUESTED HOW WE ADDRESSED YOUR REQUESTS

� Speed is a difficult issue, but the design will use 
landscaping (low-growth plants) and a roundabout at 
Center Parkway to try to reduce speed.  The roadway will 
be posted at 40 MPH to match Steptoe Street North of 
Gage Blvd. and will include intermittent refuge areas for 
patrol vehicles

� Wall will be built in existing residential areas (Kennewick 
Park and Meadow Springs) - minimum 6’ in height at 
property line to avoid blocking visual corridors.  With 
roadway recessed a minimum of 1-foot, the wall height will 
be a minimum of 7-foot on the roadway side of the wall 
above the traffic lane

� Wall may require a temporary construction easement from 
homeowners

� Roadway will be depressed. Other traffic calming features 
will be incorporated. The team is committed to a minimum of 
1-foot depression of roadway which provides a minimum of 
7-feet to the top of the wall

� Current noise analysis has been conducted to identify the 
impacts of the Steptoe Street Extension Project

� Conducted Noise Study in accordance with State/Federal 
Guidelines at posted speed as well as 5 mph higher

� “No Through Trucks” will be posted

� Alternate pavement materials to be considered
