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WHAT WE HEARD FROM YOU.:

Traffic:
Residents requested a definition of “Urban Arterial”

Residents do not want truck traffic

Residents believe the road will become a drag strip-
speed should be kept down to 30-35 mph at a
maximum, using design features

Residents doubt that congestion will be relieved




DEFINITION:

Urban Arterial;

An Urban Arterial is considered a restricted
access roadway for the movement of traffic
from one area to another.

Generally, an Urban Arterial consists of 2
lanes in each direction (4 lanes total).




EXAMPLES:

10th Avenue in Kennewick is an Urban Arterial
(without a median)




EXAMPLES:

Creekstone Drive in Kennewick is a “collector” roadway with a
wall, bicycle/safety lanes, some landscaping, and a pedestrian
crossing median (in the foreground)




HOW WE CAN HELP:

Traffic Management Options:
“No Trucks Except Local Deliveries” will be posted
Consideration of pull-outs for police enforcement
Narrower lane width
Bicycle/safety lanes act as buffer for pedestrians
Center median
Possible two-lane round-about at Center Parkway
Marked pedestrian crossings at selected locations

Posted speed will likely be the same as north of
Gage Blvd (40 mph)

Not enough space to create meandering lanes
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WHAT WE HEARD FROM YOU.:

AcCCessS:

Neighborhoods do not have access to Steptoe, and
concerns exist regarding access to existing
neighborhoods

Some neighbors expressed a desire for access, while
others prefer not to have access

A need for access to the greenbelt trailhead was
brought up

Need for pedestrian access points to this corridor was
identified




WHAT WE HEARD:

Property:

Existing right of way: many people expressed doubt
that there is enough space for 4 lanes of traffic, or
even 2 lanes with the desired features

Residents do not want to lose property

There Is a perception that the project will result in a
loss of property value

Some thought a greenbelt effect would increase
property values




HOW WE CAN HELP:

Pedestrian Access Points: 1 exists on Meadow
Springs side; others are being investigated further

Property acquisition between Kennewick Park and
Meadow Springs will not be required

Four potential roadway cross sections are available for
review at Station #5
