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What You Requested and How 
We Addressed Your Requests:

� Dust Control 
Options

� Wet exposed soil to reduce dust generation
� Use phased development, disturbing only a portion of the work site 

at any one time
� Use wind fencing to reduce dust movement offsite and wind-generated 

dust
� Wet soil in trucks and/or load soil below top of truck bed to minimize dust 

emission during soil transport
� Promptly clean up soil spills on existing public roads
� Restrict onsite traffic to reduce soil disturbance and soil transport off site
� Provide wheel washers for vehicles before they leave the site to remove 

soil that would otherwise be carried off-site
� Cover soil, gravel, and debris piles when possible to reduce dust and 

wind-blown debris

AIR QUALITY

� Locate truck staging areas and construction equipment away from sensitive 
receptors such as existing neighborhoods as practical and in consideration 
of potential effects on other resources

� Keep construction machinery engines in good mechanical condition to 
minimize exhaust emissions

� Schedule work tasks to minimize traffic slowdowns and the resulting 
increase in vehicle emissions

� Cover loads of hot asphalt to minimize odors

� Use drought-tolerant and native plants for landscaping (ground covers, 
grasses, shrubs and potentially small trees)

� Install masonry sound barrier wall along roadway 

� Depending on height of sound barrier wall and placement of small trees, 
view of distant hills should not be significantly diminished

What You Requested and How 
We Addressed Your Requests:

� Allow the public to remove plants for use on their own property before road 
construction begins

� Species such as sagebrush, if uprooted in the dormant months and no taller than 
12”, may grow to provide suitable habitat for rabbits, quail, and small songbirds

� Landscape disturbed areas using healthy native plants to control weeds

� Inform the public that businesses near the construction area are open and
